
 

Engaging in the Raging Battle 
 
There is a battle raging in our culture, what should the involvement of Christ followers be in it? 
What is the call of God?   

Titus 3:1-11 Remind the people to be subject to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be 
ready to do whatever is good, 2 to slander no one, to be peaceable and considerate, and 
always to be gentle toward everyone. 

3 At one time we too were foolish, disobedient, deceived and enslaved by all kinds of 
passions and pleasures. We lived in malice and envy, being hated and hating one another. 
4 But when the kindness and love of God our Savior appeared, 5 he saved us, not because 
of righteous things we had done, but because of his mercy. He saved us through the 
washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, 6 whom he poured out on us generously 
through Jesus Christ our Savior, 7 so that, having been justified by his grace, we might 
become heirs having the hope of eternal life. 8 This is a trustworthy saying. And I want you 
to stress these things, so that those who have trusted in God may be careful to devote 
themselves to doing what is good. These things are excellent and profitable for everyone. 

9 But avoid foolish controversies and genealogies and arguments and quarrels about the 
law, because these are unprofitable and useless. 10 Warn a divisive person once, and then 
warn them a second time. After that, have nothing to do with them. 11 You may be sure 
that such people are warped and sinful; they are self-condemned. 

1) Live a life of Love: Listen. Be caring and compassionate about what others are going 
through.  Do Good to Others. Even love those we consider enemies.  We are to overcome evil 
with good. 
 
2) Speak the truth (with gentleness and humility): Be honest with who you are “I am a 
follower of Jesus” and what you believe “I believe in God and His Son Jesus, and I have 
experienced His love and forgiveness and am convinced I have a place in Heaven with him.” 
 

1 Peter 3:15-16 But in your hearts revere Christ as Lord. Always be prepared to give an 
answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have. But do this 
with gentleness and respect, keeping a clear conscience, so that those who speak 
maliciously against your good behavior in Christ may be ashamed of their slander 

 
3) Engage in the bigger battle: which is not against flesh and blood (especially not other 
believers) but against the powers of darkness (who want to divide us and destroy us)  

Ephesians 6:12  For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, 
against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and against the spiritual forces 
of evil in the heavenly realms.
