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1. Radical moms love our children by being present in their lives.
Titus 2:4 Train the young women to love their husbands and children.

Matthew 2:11 Going into the house they saw the child with Mary his mother.

2. Radical moms cultivate a thankful heart.

Ps. 127:3-5 Behold, children are a heritage from the Lord, the fruit of the womb a reward. Like arrows in
the hand of a warrior are the children of one's youth. Blessed is the man who fills his quiver with them!

Psalm 100:4 Enter his gates with thanksgiving, and his courts with praise! Give thanks to him; bless his
name!

3. Radical moms believe God and His word are all we need.

Psalm 1:1 Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the wicked, nor stands in the way of
sinners, nor sits in the seat of scoffers; 2 but his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on his law he
meditates day and night. 3 He is like a tree planted by streams of water that yields its fruit in its season,
and its leaf does not wither. In all that he does, he prospers.

4. Radical moms honor our husband as the leader of our family. We embrace our role as his helper.
Eph. 5:23 The husband is the head of the wife just as Christ is the head of His church.

Eph. 6:4 Bring them up in the training and instruction of the Lord.

1 Corinthians 14:33 God is not a God of confusion/disorder but of peace.

Gal. 5:22-23 Fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness,
and self-control.

5. Radical moms know that who we are and what we are doing matters to God.

Gen. 16:13 So she called the name of the Lord who spoke to her, “You are a God of seeing,” for she said,
“Truly here | have seen him who looks after me.”
