Inner beauty as described in 1 Peter 3:3-6 

 
1 Peter 3:3-6 Your beauty should not merely come from outward 
adornment, such as braided hair and the wearing of gold jewelry 
and fine clothes.  Instead, it should be that of your inner self, the 
unfading beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is of great worth 
in God's sight.  For this is the way the holy women of the past who 
put their hope in God used to make themselves beautiful. They 
were submissive to their own husbands,  like Sarah, who obeyed 
Abraham and called him her master. You are her daughters if you 
do what is right and do not give way to fear.

Good Deeds - A Snapshot 
 [Verses written specifically  
about women or to women] 

 
Acts 9:36 In Joppa there was a disciple named Tabitha (which, when translated, is 
Dorcas ), who was always doing good and helping the poor.Titus 2:3  Likewise, teach 
the older women to be reverent in the way they live, not to be slanderers or addicted to 
much wine, but to teach what is good. 
 
Acts 18:26 He began to speak boldly in the synagogue. When Priscilla and Aquila heard 
him, they invited him to their home and explained to him the way of God more 
adequately. 
 
Titus 2:4-5  Then they can train the younger women to love their husbands and 
children, 5 to be self-controlled and pure, to be busy at home, to be kind, and to be 
subject to their husbands, so that no one will malign the word of God.   
 
1 Timothy 2:9-10  I also want women to dress modestly, with decency and propriety, 
not with braided hair or gold or pearls or expensive clothes, but with good deeds, 
appropriate for women who profess to worship God. 
 
1 Timothy 5:9-10 No widow may be put on the list of widows unless she is over sixty, 
has been faithful to her husband, and is well known for her good deeds, such as 
bringing up children, showing hospitality, washing the feet of the saints, helping those 
in trouble and devoting herself to all kinds of good deeds 
 
1 Timothy 5:16 If any woman who is a believer has widows in her family, she should 
help them and not let the church be burdened with them, so that the church can help 
those widows who are really in need.  
 
Proverbs 31:15 She gets up while it is still night; she provides food for her family and 
portions for her female servants. 
 
Proverbs 31:20 She opens her arms to the poor and extends her hands to the needy. 
 
Proverbs 31:24 She makes linen garments and sells them, and supplies the merchants 
with sashes. 
 
Luke 8:1-3 After this, Jesus traveled about from one town and village to another, 
proclaiming the good news of the kingdom of God. The Twelve were with him,  and also 
some women who had been cured of evil spirits and diseases: Mary (called 
Magdalene) from whom seven demons had come out;  Joanna the wife of Chuza, the 
manager of Herod’s household; Susanna; and many others. These women were 
helping to support them out of their own means.

words by the behavior of their wives, when they see the purity and 
reverence of your lives.
